· do not get cross with them


Helping with reading:

· get them to sit comfortably with no 


distractions

· if you listen to them read, try to avoid 


interrupting too often

· help them with difficult words

· if your child is reading to themselves ask 


them to tell you about the story or get 


them to express opinions

Helping with spellings:

· get them to use the Look, Say, Cover, Write, check method -

-  Look at the word

-  Say it out loud

-  Cover it

-  Write it down

-  Check it

It will help if you test them yourself, getting them to sound out the words and to write them down.

· supports and extends what they are learning in school

· is appropriate for their ability

· is right for their age

· is challenging

· is progressive

· supports preparation for the end of Year 2 assessments

· aims to help improve your child’s learning 

and achievement

· aims to help your child become an independent learner
