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This booklet outlines the school’s Homework Programme for years 5 and 6.

It explains what your child is expected to do and how you as a parent can support.



Each week your child will bring home:

· Your child will be expected to write answers on the homework sheet or on paper, which will be provided.

· Your child’s class teacher will keep a weekly record of homework set and returned



Make sure your child has:

· a regular time to do their homework

· a regular place to work

· no television on 

Remember to:

· always encourage and be positive – give lots of praise

· be patient – give your child time think and talk

· work with them little and often

· do not get cross with them

Helping them with homework sheets:

· get them to read the sheet carefully and think about what they are ask to do

· it will help if you talk with them about the questions and their answers before they begin to write

· encourage them to use rough paper to work out answers or try out spellings

· remind them to read over what they have done and check their work


Helping them with reading:

· get them to sit comfortably with no distractions

· if you listen to them read, try  avoid interrupting too often

· help them with difficult words

· if your child is reading to themselves ask them to tell you about the story or get them to express opinions

Helping with spellings:

· get them to use  Look, Say, Cover, Write, Check method:

· look at the word

· say and spell it out loud (eg ‘C-A-T cat’)

· cover it

· write it down

· check it

It will help if you test them yourself, getting them to sound out the words and to write them down

· Do a little bit every day

· Review spellings from previous weeks

Helping with tables:

· get them to write out the table, say it out loud and write it out again without help.  It will help if you test them yourself

· Get them to do it in a random order (eg 6x7, 3x7 etc)

· Don’t forget division (eg 42(7, 35(7 etc)


· What happens if my child is absent?

If the absence is a short one your child will be expected to do the work when they return.

If the absence is longer for example a ‘Heritage Visit’ the homework sheets will be provided in the holiday work pack.
· What if my child does not do their homework?

In the first instance the class teacher will want to   

know why.

If the work is not done on a regular basis you will be informed, and asked to ensure that it is completed.

· How will the work be marked?

The teachers will mark the work with the children and will give feedback and teaching support to them.

The homework sheets will be returned to your child, so that you have an on-going record of what they have done, and a record made in the teacher’s record book.

It will help your child succeed at school if:

1.
You make sure your child brings their homework back to school.

2.
You take an interest in their school work.

3.
Your child has a regular time and place to do their homework, and a special place to keep it.

4.
You praise your child’s efforts.

5.
Your child has a regular bedtime.

6.
You ensure that your child attends school every day.

7.
You ensure that your child is at school on 

time every day.

8.
You speak to your child’s class teacher if you have any questions or need advice about how to support your child.


· How will I find out how my child is doing?

Your child will have feedback each week on their homework to report to you.  The teachers will keep you informed of your child’s achievements and progress at parents evenings.

The school’s reward system of house-points and stickers will be used by your child’s teacher.

If the teachers see the need, or you request it, a meeting to discuss your child’s homework will be arranged.
